Common Scholarship Application Requirements  
 
 Applicant must be a graduating senior of Lapeer High School. 
 

 Applicant must be accepted into a college, university or trade school. 
 

 Applicant must select the scholarships for which they are applying on page 2 and 
meet the criteria for each scholarship for which they are applying. Fraudulent 
information may disqualify the applicant for these scholarships. Some scholarships 
require additional information. Please read eligibility information on pages 4 and 5 
carefully. 

 

 Applicant must sign and date the application on page 2 to authorize the copying of 
this application for each selection committee, releasing of the high school transcript 
through 11 semesters, and verifying the accuracy of the information submitted. 

 

 Applicant must attach a typed Student Activity Sheet/Student Resume listing 
leadership positions, school extracurricular activities, community activities, 
recognition and awards, and work experience. 
 

 Applicant must submit an essay – “What are my future career plans and how will this 
scholarship help me reach my goals?” Maximum one page typed. 

 

 Personal interview may be requested. 
 

Turn your application packet into the Counseling Office by April 13, 2018. 

DID YOU KNOW? 
Many other national, state and university scholarships are available. In fact, the majority of scholarship 
money awarded will come from the college/university/tech school you will attend. You will need to seek 
these scholarships personally. Once you have been granted admission to a college, you should contact 
the Financial Aid Office (and go online to search) for a list of scholarships available to you. You can 
also find many other scholarships through online searches. Check out www.scholarship-monkey.com or 
www.fastweb.com or www.zinch.com. The LHS Counseling Communicator provides a brief reference of 
other sites to visit during your scholarship search. 

REMEMBER: 
To be considered for most scholarships locally and all financial aid at 

colleges, universities, technical schools, you must have a FAFSA on file 
in their Financial Aid Office.

b. Be enrolled in a college, university or trade school 
c. Special consideration to Key Club members 

 
Lapeer Alumni Association Scholarship 
(Two $1,000 scholarships) - Eligible applications will be 
forwarded to the Alumni Association for final scholarship 
selection 
Eligibility:  

a. Have one parent or grandparent who was a 
graduate of Lapeer Community Schools 

b. Demonstrate his/her community involvement 
c. Minimum 3.0 GPA 
d. Be enrolled in trade school, college, or university 
e. Two siblings of one family may not be selected 

within a 5-year period 
 

Lapeer Community Scholarship 
(Nine $500.00 scholarships)  
Eligibility:  

a. GPA of at least 2.5. 
b. A student in Lapeer Community Schools for at 

least seven full school years 
 

Lapeer Education Association Scholarship 
(One $1,000 scholarship) 
Eligibility:  

a. Have a 2.5 grade point average; 
b. Have been a Lapeer Community School student 

for at least five years 
c. Preferential consideration for relative of L.E.A.

Lapeer Gold & Diamond Scholarship 
(One $500 scholarship) 
Eligibility:  

a. Have taken at least three years of high school art 
b. Have an interest in pursuing jewelry making as a 

career 
c. Scholarship may only be applied to courses in
